A concerned resident had questions regarding the TASA grant agreement and what exactly it covers. Council McDonough stated the grant covers 80% of the preliminary engineering and the city has to cover 20% of the engineering. The city would be responsible for $46,923. Community Protection – Council Wolfe stated that residents are very happy seeing the police chief around town and there has been a lot of positive feedback. Wolfe also stated that there are 2 potential hires for part time police, Chief Heyvaert will be getting more information.
Park – Chair elections were done due to losing two members of the board. Park board is still looking for 2 full time members.
Trails – Council McDonough shared that the trails committee will be hosting a Bingo Night Friday January 13, 2022 at Olathea Winery starting promptly at 5:30 p.m. and the event was sold out.
