The City Council of the City of Princeton, Iowa met for a regular meeting on Thursday, July 14, at 6:00 p.m. at City Hall.  Mayor Kevin Kernan presided.  Roll Call: Present: Stutting, McDonough, Woomert, and Wolfe. Motion to approve consent agenda with revisions to the minutes made by Woomert and seconded by Stutting. Roll Call: All Ayes. MC.
CITY ATTORNEY AND CITY CLERK COMMENT:

Clerk Tweed swore in New Police Chief Heyvaert. City Attorney stated she had nothing at this time. Clerk Tweed shared she has been looking into options for direct deposit for the employees and online bill payment for the residents, council requested more information before the meeting for more discussion.
MAYORS COMMENTS:

Mayor Kernan shared he had nothing new at this time regarding the railroad merger. A resident shared she had some information about the 14-train agreement, a clause in the agreement states that in the future they are allowed to run 14 trains per day.
Mayor Kernan welcomed resident Melissa Frazer. Frazer was wanting council approval for an event center at 428 5th St. that could host up to 200 people. Stutting shared she thought it was a good to bring other businesses to town but she worries about having big crowds in town. Wolfe asked Frazer if she has asked any of the neighbors around the residence. Wolfe also stated she loves bringing business to town but maybe not right in the middle of town due to traffic with school and events on the same day. Phares stated he is not in favor of this option due to noise, traffic and parking. Woomert stated it’s a great idea, but its right in the heart of a neighborhood. Woomert stated it needs more discussion and needs to be discussed with the Board of Adjustments and Planning and Zoning. McDonough stated she had to ethically sustain from discussion because she was the competing offer on the property. Public comment on the matter was not in favor of the event center being approved.
Planning and Zoning:
Council discussed the current Air BnB properties in town. Council stated there have been no complaints about these properties from residents or city staff. Council stated they would like to draft an ordinance for future city protection. Many residents shared their stance on the matter.

Water and Sewer – Public Works Foreman Rindler stated the new well should be up and running as of 7/15/2022.

McDonough shared that the United Way Day of Caring is Thursday, September 15, 2022. McDonough asked for input from the park board on which park would be the best park to have volunteers clean up that day. McDonough also asked Mayor Kernan who would be the best person to take over the Title IV coordinator for the TASA grant, Mayor Kernan appointed Clerk Tweed.

Public Works Foreman Rindler stated that he would like Public Works Corson to be part-time all year and to see his wages increase.
